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TDHCA GRANTS HARRIS COUNTY $56 MILLION TO REBUILD HOMES 

DAMAGED BY HURRICANE IKE 
 

Grant Money will launch Harris County Homeowners Disaster  
Recovery Program in October 

 
July 20, 2009 (HOUSTON) – The Harris County Community Services Department 
(HCCSD) announced today it has received $56 million in funds administered by the 
Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA).  The Community 
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds were granted to Texas from the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development and will be dedicated to Hurricane Ike 
recovery efforts. 
 
David Turkel, Director of the Harris County Community Services Department, indicated 
that the funds will be used to repair homes for Harris County residents that sustained 
significant damage from Hurricane Ike.  “We are very grateful to TDHCA and to HUD for 
these grant dollars.  We will now be able to assist Harris County residents in repairing 
their homes,” stated Turkel.   
 
The Harris County Homeowner’s Disaster Recovery Program (HDRP) dollars will be 
used to repair and reconstruct homes damaged by Hurricane Ike.  Program guidelines 
will be published in October, when grant dollars will become available.

Homeowner Disaster Recovery Program to Begin Accepting Applications October 6 

 
October 5, 2009 (HOUSTON) – The Harris County Community Services Department 
(HCCSD) announced today the official launch of the Homeowner Disaster Recovery 
Program (HDRP), a voluntary program put in place to assist Harris County homeowners 
whose homes were damaged by Hurricane Ike. The program will officially begin 
accepting applications on October 6th, the same day the program’s Housing Assistance 
Center will officially open its doors. 
 
“Harris County is grateful to have been awarded these much needed grant dollars to 
assist homeowners in need,” said Harris County Commissioner Sylvia Garcia. “These 
dollars will go a long way to assist in getting those communities within the county back 
on their feet and allow homeowners to move on from the devastation that Hurricane Ike 
caused,” she said.   
 
The new HDRP program will provide financial assistance to help homeowners repair, 
reconstruct or elevate homes depending on the level of damage incurred as a result of 
Hurricane Ike. The program will serve homeowners whose damaged homes are located 
within Harris County but outside of the City limits of Houston. Other eligibility 
requirements include: 
 

• The home must have been the applicant’s primary residence at the time of the 
storm 

• Applicants must still be the owner of the home 
• Applicant’s home must be single-family or a duplex 
• Every member of an applicant’s household must be a U.S. Citizen or an Eligible 

immigrant  
• Additional requirements apply 

 
The HDRP program encourages everyone whose homes were damaged during 
Hurricane Ike to submit an application. If applicants and their property are considered 
eligible, they will be placed in an order of priority as determined by Harris County.  
 
 “We are eager to help Harris County recover from Ike and this is a major step toward 
that goal,” said David Turkel, Director of the Harris County Community Services 
Department.

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HARRIS COUNTY ISSUES RFQ TO CONTRACTORS FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE 

HOMEOWNER DISASTER RECOVERY PROGRAM  
 

Over 50 Contractors Interested to Date in Providing Home Rehab and Construction to 
Harris County Homeowners 

 
January 14, 2010 (HOUSTON) – The Harris County Homeowner Disaster Recovery 
Program (HDRP) has issued a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) from contractors who 
wish to participate in the program.  Through this request, HDRP seeks to pre-qualify 
responsible contractors who can provide home rehabilitation and home reconstruction 
services to Harris County homeowners whose homes were damaged during 2008’s 
Hurricane Ike. 
 
“Though we continue to accept applications from eligible Harris County homeowners, we 
are ready to move onto the next phase of the program,” said Daphne Lemelle, 
Community Development Director with the Harris County Community Services 
Department.  “Our goal is to begin to rehab or reconstruct the homes of our eligible 
applicants later this year and in order to proceed; we require a solid roster of contractors 
to pull from.  This RFQ is very important to the overall success of our program.” 
 
HDRP will invite pre-qualified contractors to bid on construction contracts that include 
rehabilitating and reconstructing homes based on the applications received, verified and 
accepted.  The goal of each construction package will be to bundle a group of homes 
with a construction value of $3 to $4 million, though some packages may come in slightly 
over or under this dollar amount. 
 
More than 50 contractors and subcontractors have already expressed interest by 
attending a project information meeting on January 5th. 
 
“We urge contractors to submit a pre-qualification package to participate in this important 
program,” continued Lemelle.  “Furthermore, we want to stress that grant dollars are still 
available to Harris County homeowners and it is not too late to apply to the program.” 
 
All contractor RFQ submittals must be received on or before 3:00 p.m., January 22, 
2010; addressed to HDRP Program Manager, Housing Assistance Center, 16602 Diana
